5. A health facility has reported that it currently has the following patients on antiretroviral therapy:
· 65 Adult patients on regimen d4T 30mg/3TC/NVP

· 20 Adult patients on regimen d4T 40mg/3TC/NVP

· 10 Adult patients on regimen d4T 30mg/3TC + EFV

· 5 Adult patients on regimen d4T 40mg/3TC + EFV

· 5 Adult patients on regimen AZT + 3TC + EFV

These patients are taking their drugs in the form of Fixed Dose Combination tablets (FDCs), which means that a tablet contains more than one drug, e.g. d4T/3TC/NVP contains 3 drugs, i.e. d4T, 3TC and NVP.  

The health centre has also  requested for the following:
· drugs for PEP for 15 Adult cases per month using the FDC tablets of AZT 300mg/3TC FDC;
· drugs for 30 mothers for PMTCT (NVP only) who are expected over the next 3 months.
The Stock on Hand at the health facility is provided in the table below:

The administration per child for AZT/3TC/NVP regimen is as follows: AZT 7.5ml BD, 3TC 2.5ml BD, NVP 7.5ml BD.  

Calculate the quantity (in mls, tablets or capsules) required per drug for the children on each regimen to last 3 months.
